Letter from band chief or mayor, or band office for First Nations applicants

Métis membership card

Inuit beneficiary card

Students who are non-status Fist Nation must send a photocopy of the band card issued to parents or
grandparents along with a long-form birth certificate or baptism certificate clearly showing the
relationship to person on the band card.
